4395. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
The meeting was suspended to allow residents to speak.

Police Report

Crimes reported in June included a car's wing mirror was damaged during a family
argument, unknown offenders entered a field on Head Dyke Lane and stole a horse
trailer and a person was found to be in possession of cannabis when he was stopped
on Fluke Hall Lane. A man complained of harassment based on his ethnicity after
neighbours complained about his behaviour.

Anti Social Behaviour incidents for June have seen verbal abused by a neighbour, a
report of a road rage incident in Skitham Lane and a report of a driver regularly seen
driving aggressively and anti-socially on Lancaster Road.

Wyre Councillor Holden

There were three cases of fly tipping, one in Out Rawcliffe on a bridle path and two lots
on Pilling Lane in the same evening. The latter was dumped in the middle of the road
and made it impassable, fortunately they were caught on CTV as they passed Hy-Fly
and information passed to Wyre Council.

Chairman’s Report

Clir. J. Savage reported he has been approached by the owners of Field House to
pursue a judicial review on the public footpath. The chairman and ClIr. N. Cookson are
to meet with the owners on site.

Pilling in Bloom

Judging will take place on 18" July and ClIr. N. Cookson will accompany the judges on
the new route starting from Fold House at 11.30am. It was reported that both
Robinson's and McDermott Homes have been approached to cut back hedges and
plants as these are on the route.
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Representative on Pilling Memorial Hall/Pilling 20:20

Clilr. G. Curwen reported on the recent core group meeting the funding application for
the Big Lottery, which will be submitted in September. Other funding sources are being
sourced for the hall. There has been regular contact with the funding body to ensure the
group keeps abreast of what is required. The play area, temporary car park and two
football pitches are being maintained and used.

Further groups are looking for funding for play equipment for older children to be added
to the existing facilities. Other groups are looking into provision of changing rooms for
football teams and a container for equipment used on the site. He added that from a
practical level Paul McWhirter has been very helpful.

St. John's School Queen's 90" Birthday Celebration

Clir. Mrs. E. Cookson thanked Graham Armer and ClIr. N. Cookson for helping moving
chairs and tables outside on the occasion of the birthday celebration, unfortunately it
rained on the day and the children had their packed lunches in the hall. Thanks To Clir.
Mrs. E. Cookson the sale of the remaining coins has brought in £151.00.

Meeting with Regenda minutes

Members of the Council had meet with Regenda to go through the Local Lettings Policy
applicable to the affordable homes on Memorial Road. There was concern with the
Councillors that the four houses fronting Taylors Lane have steep steps and will alienate
disabled persons. Information concerning applying for the homes is to be included with
the schools newsletters. Clir. N. Cookson had spoken to residents on Garstang Road,
where the distressing incidents are still occurring, but now they are aware of whom to
report these incidents to.

Water Meeting

Clir. G. Curwen reported on the recent water meeting with the MP, the EA and the NFU.
Work on the outfall started on 11™ July for completion in November. The EA has now
admitted that the original steel ribbed pipes were the wrong ones for this location. They
are to be replaced with straight pipes. There was concern around the use of No Dogs
on the sea wall as when erected they are removed almost immediately.

4399. QUESTIONS TO COUNCILLORS

Garstang Road Footpath

Enquiries were made as to the possibility of extending the footway on Garstang Road;
all the residents need to be agreeable to giving up a strip of land along the roadside
before LCC would reconsider. However, it may be extended to Garstang Road Garage
by installing a permissive path behind the hedge, although this would never be formally
adopted.

Bone Hill Lane sign

Lancashire County Council has erected a cul-de-sac sign at the junction with Garstang
Road, but there was concern it was in the wrong location and could be dangerous to
those turning into Bone Hill Lane.

Street Numbering on Smallwood Hey Road

It was raised that as all the infill sites on Smallwood Hey Road have been built on, could
Wyre Council be approached to number the houses to assist with deliveries?
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Culvert cleaning on Smallwood Hey Road
Lancashire County Council has cleaned the culvert and should stop the flooding at
Westview.

Head Dyke Lane

Two vehicles have left the road on Head Dyke Lane recently, due to speed. Could the
Police camera visit?

Ice Cream Pitch License?

Councillors wished to identify the licence holder for selling on the ice cream pitch on
Back Sands Lane as there appears to be a number of vendors.
